Meeting called to order at 6:37.  The meeting was chaired by MH.

III. INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS: Guests introduced themselves.  
IV. APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES:
MOTION to approve Agenda.  AM/AA m/s/p.
MOTION to approve December Minutes. JS/AA m/s/p. MH abstained as he was not present at the December meeting.
V. Open Time for Public Expression – no one spoke during Open Time.
VI. Guest Speaker(s) – there was no speaker.
VII. Chair’s Report 
1. MLK Discussion and Updates – Commissioners discussed the Agenda for the evening and chose which recipients they wanted to introduce during the awards dinner.  Commissioners who were not present were assigned recipients to introduce.  AM relayed Hon. William Stephen’s request to introduce Dr. Curtis Robinson and the Commission agreed.   There was discussion about the anticipated finances and based on these anticipated funds, the Commission decided to increase the student award amount from $500 per student to $1000.

MOTION to raise the youth award amount to $1000 per youth. EG/JS m/s/p

Each committee updated the Commission on their Progress as follows:  
Advertising – AM to send the MLK program to the IJ, staff to forward when complete.  JS to follow up with a letter/contact IJ with info from the Jan Business meeting.
Bios/Program – MC and CM divided the task of contacting the recipients to gather additional info for the bios.  Staff reported CM e-mailed his info and MC provided staff her bio info at the meeting. 
Budget – MH finalized estimates for the budget and handed out at the meeting.  He explained that the estimates were adjusted from last years’ numbers to take into account the increase of recipients.  Additionally he reported that proceeds from the event would be slightly decreased due to the reduction in the price charged to attendees, the increase in costs from the hotel as well as the increase in comp’d dinners for the winners.

Facility/Venue – Four Points Sheraton was secured for $29pp inclusive. 
Invitations – Invitations were completed and sent out.  
Mailing List – Additional work needs to be done on the database for the 2011 awards as it was discovered that several key community groups were not included on the new MLK database.
Marketing – AA to secure/follow up on request for certificates from Senators, Assemblymen, etc.  MH to send program and info to KCBS.
Sound/Day of logistics – Music to be played from 5-6pm in the lobby, MH to help with sound set up.  
Sponsorship – AA spoke with the BOS to provide funds.  Additionally he reported that approx. $15k had been committed to the youth and adult awards as follows: BOS $3000, Frieman $500-1000, CAM $500, Fuller Family Trust $5000 and MCF $5000.  AM proposed creating and raising funds for an endowment to keep and sustain the youth awards for future years.  Staff to put on Feb Agenda for further discussion.
Ticket Sales – Staff reported current ticket reservations and sales to be around 100 to date.  Staff relayed that while ticket sales were slightly behind, the history of ticket sales indicated that there would most likely be an influx of requests within the last few days before the event.  Commissioners committed to continue to solicit and spread the word about the event.  Each commissioner updated staff on their expected attendees.
***It was decided to present the Alumni awards at the dinner as planned.  Additionally it was relayed that John G. Scott had been secured to do the invocation and Matt Gonzalez to be the keynote speaker at the event.

1. Conflict of Interest Form/Ethics Requirement Past Due – Staff reported that there were still a few Commissioners who still needed to complete the Ethics training.  Staff indicated that anyone who still needed to complete it should do so and that regardless of whether they completed it in 2010 or 2011, they will be asked to complete it again in 2012 to ensure all Commissioners are on the same schedule for taking it.  Staff also indicated that the Form 700’s are due.  Staff to send the link to all Commissioners for completion.
2. Budget Update – Staff reported on the expenditures for Nov/Dec and brought an accounting of funds for review.  Deposits were provided to the hotel, invitations were ordered etc.  Staff will report out on final costs at the Feb. meeting.
