1. Don Carney of the YMCA Youth Court spoke at the Commission’s request about the Youth Court operations. The Youth Court is a restorative justice program approved by the Superior Court in which peers review a child’s case. Both parent and child are mandated to participate and given the chance to possibly expunge the child’s record. Youth Court operates on a sliding scale fee basis. The system offers children a way to identify their poor choices, restructure and rehabilitate their judgment and participate in repaying their debt.
