“In terms of absolute numbers and here is how it lays out: 15 Asian American (2%); 42 African American (5%); 28 Other or Mixed Race (3%); 197 Latino (23%); 551 Caucasian (65%) and 16 Failed to State (2%). However, over the last year the referrals have been even more heavily Caucasian, 35 (78%); Asian and African American 1 each or 2%; 4 Latino (9%) and 4 mixed race (9%).”

g. Marin County Office of Education’s response to hate speech/crimes response from Raquel Rose, Assistant Superintendent:
“1.       How many teachers access the anti-bias workshops and trainings – a school year?

Approximately 200 local educators (certificated, classified and administrators) attended various anti-bias workshops and trainings our office provided in 2016-17.

2.       What can be done to ensure that all children in the county benefit from teachers and administrators who are trained in this manner?

Our hope is that educators that participate in any of the trainings apply their learning to their classroom/school setting and implement any new strategies they may learn within these environments as well.

3.       Is it an ongoing, continuous process of education, i.e., seems that real change takes place over time versus one training

The offerings we provide are simply options available to our local educators and stakeholders – i.e. all workshops are open to the public – some with a charge some without.  We recognize that the offering’s we have provided are just the start of continuous and on-going professional development around this topic.”
