5. Rodrigo Izquierdo spoke on the disparities in Marin and related issues in the County of Marin.
Regular Business

1. Discussion on the Community Meeting held in the Canal in February which was scheduled to begin at 6:30pm. There was no quorum until after 7:00pm.

· Please note: Nancy will be away in April & Christian will be away in July

· Comment made that different marketing efforts need to be applied to the Latino community to increase interest and attendance at HRC community meetings in the Canal neighborhood. 

· Market with a specific focused discussion: housing, DACA, etc

· Rodrigo Izquierdo suggested Grande Dias radio station & major grocery stores

· Discussion on meeting at a more accessible meeting place 

· Motion made: a sub-committee will work on scheduling future commission meetings, address the issue of listening sessions, and possibly include changing the location for greater access. Focus will be on creating a format to get a larger public participation KW/TW m/s/p
1 nay and 6 ayes  (Subcommittee: TW, KW and MW)

2. Identified several issues at the Retreat but now need to select and focus on specific goals
a. GF – brought up Marin City housing projects issue meeting with Damon Connolly as this is what she is passionate about. 

b. KC – take a position on housing and present it to the Board of Supervisors with data from the interns

c. MW – suggestion to come to the next meeting with an action plan and bring to the Commission to support

d. TW and CM – Updated an action plan from what was discussed at the retreat

e. MW - Anyone who is interested on an issue to be explored to bring together to make an action plan in a week.

f. CM – circulate ahead of time 

g. Send his or her ideas on what he/she wants to focus on within the week. 

3. San Francisco's Proposition N and voting rights in local elections – San Francisco, CA, Non-Citizen Voting in School Board Elections Amendment – Prop N (Nov 2016)
a. CM researching to possibly bringing it up as an action item. 
4. TW: Sheriff now has a website with release time. Suggested that the HRC take a stand on this subject to raise public awareness. Is the information released justified or does it violate human rights?
 

5. TW suggested the HRC research Marin County’s sanctuary status. Marin is within a sanctuary state and surrounded by sanctuary counties and wonders why we are not. Suggested research on what the BOS passed and the resolution we suggested. 

6. KW spoke on Youth Court and Probation policies and procedures. The issue that was brought to the HRC’s attention was the concern that African American youths from Marin City were not being given the option for referrals to Youth Court; one of the diversion programs available in Marin County. 
Martinez, White and Williams met with Kevin Lynch addressing this concern. Waiting for a confirmed response from Mr. Carney, however, he has confirmed that a transportation issue has been resolved to solve part of the issue and that Kevin Coleman, probation officer working in the Marin City area, is aware of Youth Court and will make more referrals. KW will contact a key Marin City community member to determine if there are any more concerns surrounding this issue that the HRC can address at this time.
