3. What can the HRC do during COVID 19 
a. NJ spoke about:

i. Better transportation for minority communities

ii. Testing sites in Southern Marin and West Marin

iii. Assistance for Seniors to go to Marin General or to get Groceries

iv. Testing and creating new emergency programs seems to be slow

v. How can we encourage a more equitable effort for Southern Marin and West Marin residents. 

b. Per Roger, Liz Darby is coordinating some services in West Marin, Sean McQuaid will contact her and find out about West Marin Services.
c. HC will reach out to Supervisor, Dennis Rodoni and find out about testing sites, health care, internet access and computer laptops for West Marin children. 
d. Are there internet services and laptops available for families who need them and if so, are families aware of these programs. 

e. Lunches are being handed out for children, Nancy confirmed that MLK Jr and Willow Creek children are being served.
f. SM: Definite divide for residents who have internet access and laptops versus those who do not.

g. NJ: What would it take for everyone in the community to have Wifi?
h. HC: Asked SJH about First 5’s resources and efforts to educate families about access to laptops and resources through their schools or County Department of Education. SJH will research.

i. FL announced that if their students missed too much school that parents could decide that their child could repeat a grade without punitive action. Is this an option available for our students in Marin. SJH will add that to her questions for the Dept of Education.

i. SJH: Will contact the Dept of Education and if there are computers available for children in need and if there is a County Wide policy to assist these children.
j. All findings will be sent to MW to disseminate to the Commissioners.
k. HC: FL announced that if their students missed too much school that parents could decide that their child could repeat a grade without punitive action. Is this a choice for our students in Marin. SJH will add that to her questions for the Dept of Education.

l. SJH: heard Gov Newsom’s 6 points that have to be addressed before any ease on the shelter in place mandate. Radical change in lifestyle going forward may need to happen. As an example – how children are educated, how restaurants serve patrons, etc.
m. Member of the public: Rodrigo Izquiierdo:  Chrome Books for classrooms are inexpensive and often used in classrooms. Is this a possibility for Marin County to offer their students.
n. COVID 19 testing still require patients to get a doctor’s review prior to getting tested due to the number of tests and the ability to get rapid results.
