ii. Matt met with ACLU – and discussed jail disparity. They have different information on the jail population. They received their info from Sheriff’s office, we pull the data directly from Jail log. 
iii. Matt/Helen to talk to Don Carney and follow up with him about expanding the youth restorative justice program.
iv. Roger meeting with the leader of the local NAACP and will be discussing the expungement program for low level drug offenses. Roger will report back on findings.
