f. A member of the public did reach out and mentioned she could assist via the National Organization, NACOL.

5. Identify other issues for HRC investigations and/ reporting.
a. HK spoke about her interest in researching how to support Mental Health in Middle Schools, especially during the pandemic. Due to the current pandemic, Marin youth might not have the higher level of mental health support that is needed.HK wanted to know what the current teachers thought. 
b. NJ spoke about the lack of equity in the Sausalito Marin City School District. Students are not treated equality and she is worried that the educators might not respond equitably if asked. – 
c. NJ pointed that that Marin City is the most diverse community in the County. 
d. NJ felt that the educators like the new principals, Eveta Jackson and David Finnane at Bayside MLK  Jr Academy and the Superintendent, Dr. Garcia should be congratulated on working hard to bring equity to the school district.
6. SM gave an update on the Website. SM would like HRC to have their own Constant Contact membership. The County’s IST Department has been contacted about policy in having a separate website.
