3. Presentation by Dominique McDowell, Marin City Health and Wellness Center

a. Dominique is the Director of Addiction and Homeless Services
b. Provides Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) to Marin Residents
c. In Marin County, there was approximately one overdose death a week last year
d. There has been a 50% increase during COVID (via phone and Zoom.)
e. Collaborations with the Probation Dept, with RX Safe, and other organizations

f. Events like this coming Friday, where they partner with RX safe Marin and give out Narcan and train people on how to use Narcan, is being held in the Marin City Community.
g. Biggest barrier is insurance. Barriers to insurance coverage has to be worked on. Each case has many arms for treatment and communication and breaking down barriers is the key 
h. HRC should have different treatment programs come in and give updates. Keep this on the forefront as better Mental Health Treatment is needed in Marin County. 
i. The MAT program gives people choices and opportunities. If they don’t have choices that’s when things go wrong

4. Planning for Community Forum on Civilian Oversight on Sheriff’s Department

a. Purpose of the Community Forum is to have a balanced forum; hearing both sides.
b. Reaching out to organizations and community groups including law enforcement representatives to gather information. 
c. Open mind and hear from different viewpoints and not be an advocacy event. 
d. Sheriff candidates and the Sheriff were asked to participate, but as County Counsel pointed out, it is not the HRC’s charge to have this event be a political event or campaign event.

f. Disclaimer wording to be added to the flyer as the event is not intended to be an endorsement of oversight. Make HRC’s position very clear. 
g. Motion that the Justice Subcommittee will get together and add the disclaimer, possibly add League of Women Voters and ACLU support to the flyer and then approve of its release.
