X. Chair Report and Organizational Items 
a. BOS Meetings – Commissioners reminded to make their appointments.  Staff to complete packets and mail to each Commissioner.
b. UN Conference on Women – formal support – Info only at this time.  MWC  (and other Commissions) have been asked to support holding a conference in San Francisco.  The Commission needs additional information (Bid) on what “support” entails.  Additional info should be forthcoming and further discussion to take place at the September Business meeting.  Commissioners in attendance felt that MB should be the liaison for MWC as she is the ACCW delegate.
c. Committee list - additions and final review – Commissioners were asked to review the committee list and provide additions/corrections.  IG asked to be included on the TGC Committee. No other changes noted. 
d. Distribution of Executive minutes to Commission – KC reported on the Executive Committee’s decision at the Exec. meeting that Minutes from the Exec meeting would not be distributed to anyone, including MWC Commissioners until the minutes are approved at the next month’s meeting.  Once approved, staff will distribute the minutes to the Commission as soon as possible.
e. Ethics Get together (Kris’ office) – 8/28 6pm – The date and time is set.  KC, IG, LA, and MM expressed interest in attending the meeting.  Staff will post the meeting in case a Quorum is reached.
f. NACW – CZ and MAH are attending the annual Conference and will report back to the Commission in September.  It was noted that next year’s conference will be held in Santa Clara. General consensus was to allocate funds from the budget to allow for additional Commissioners to attend.  Travel costs should be minimal due to the close proximity.

1. SMART Presentation discussion - Change March, 2 2013 – really good to do smart goals not only for TGC but for future events.  Great to have in writing to refer to.  Reviewed the SMART Goals.  Hoping to involve Youth Leadership, received e-mails from Sonoma Commission to possibly do a joint conference.  Special meeting on Aug. 7th to discuss and vote.  30 N. San Pedro – KC reserved room for meeting.  Tentative time 6:30.  Staff to send reminder once Agenda is received.  If MWC proceeds KC to meet with interested parties to gather continued support and collaboration.  Organizations that expressed interest include YLI, Huckleberry, Novato Youth Center and ambassadors on key teen boards, etc.

1. Affordable and Fair Housing Task Force –BOS letter provided in packets.  No additional written report.  Request for the committee to provide SMART goals in written format for the Commission to review at September meeting.

3. Consent Decree Compliance Committee – no written report.  MM reported that CZ, MA, JP, MM, CAC and County Counsel met.  JP coming in Sept to speak to the Commission.  There are laws that don’t allow the County to provide programs just for women.  The Unions are still reviewing things.  Currently, NOW release time allows women to take training during work hours.  The idea is to not abolish it (Prop 209), but to re-work it.  The BOS agreed to extend the opportunity to all in specific classifications.  Work still needs to be done with PMR’s.  JP and County Counsel supportive of an MWC-run event/forum to allow community the opportunity to voice their opinion.  CAC and/or County Counsel could be available as a guest speaker for explanation and info only, but MWC run and facilitate the meeting.  KC noted that if MWC holds such an event, Commissioners need to be able to respond to questions from community. The Commission can continue to explore these options in the coming months and at the September meeting.
4. Website Development Committee – LA announced that September is the anticipated release date for the new website.  The framing for the site is built and the website committee is working with Clint to develop the content.  There was brief discussion on whether to have a short bio of commissioners.  All agreed the site should Bios to accompany each commissioner’s picture on the new site.  Each Commissioner was asked to write a short bio and send to LA or bring to the Special Aug 7th TGC meeting.
